RESUMÉ

of the academic course «Coal geology»

Credits. 5 ECTS, 180 academic hours.

Objectives. Familiarization of students with the main problems of coal and oil shale geology, as well as with modern ideas about the genesis of solid fossil fuels, classification of coal basins and deposits, their industrial value and development.

The aims are:

1) to get an idea of the role of coal in the fuel and energy complex of the World;

2) to obtain theoretical knowledge about the chemical properties of coal;

3) to obtain theoretical and practical knowledge about the physical properties of coal;

4) to assimilate the theoretical and practical knowledge gained for the further successful completion of the second production and undergraduate practice and employment.

Structure of the course.

Module 1. Introduction.
Module 2. Origin, composition and properties of coal and oil shale, their classification.
Module 3. Geochemistry of coal and oil shale.
Module 4. Industrial-genetic classification and directions of the use of combustible minerals.

Learning outcomes. After completing the course, students will be able to organize their work, independently evaluate the results of their activities, owning the skills of independent work, including in the field of scientific research; to conduct research independently or as part of a group, implementing special tools and methods for obtaining new knowledge; to choose technical means for solving general professional problems and to monitor their use.
